TEXT PART 

1000–1500 words
The text part of the Documentation of the Diploma project describes the project’s outputs, including the key steps of the creative process and the materials and technologies used. In case your outcome is a performative event or a site-specific installation, you should clarify your choices of the particular place or setting; in case of an artistic research project, you should clarify your choice of research methods; in case of traditional media projects, you should elaborate on your choice of materials or techniques, etc. 
To introduce the project and its topic, it is advisable to situate your position, explain your motivation for examining the topic, and outline your sources of inspiration. You should elaborate on the objectives of your work, explain/justify the choice of artistic/design means, tools, or strategies, and locate your work within the relevant contexts of fine art and/or design practice and/or within the broader context of visual culture and relevant theory. 
The text does not have to follow the format of academic writing (it can), yet it must represent precise, accurate artistic/design thinking and correctly indicate all the sources used in its writing. Bibliographical references must adhere to the chosen citation style.








































IMAGE PART 

Depending on the nature of the work, the image part of the Documentation of the Diploma Project will include photographic documentation of the finished work and/or documentation of the creative process, sketches, visualizations, mood boards, etc. 
Visual documentation, which by its nature can only be provided after the presentation and defense of the Diploma Project (e.g., photographic documentation of the performance or a site-specific installation), can be added later via the study department and will be stored on the university portal as an attachment.

All images must have captions that clearly indicate what is visible in them. Captions should follow professional standards, indicate title, year, technique/medium, dimensions, or duration of the documented work. If the image documents a process rather than the final outcome, it should be obvious from the caption.
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
